Treasurer’s report approved by Board
· Highlights: On the Clean Boats Clean Water project, we had an out-of-pocket expense of $972.
· Current cash available is $13,000	

We voted to proceed with the CBCW program for 2026. Jim Sieber has applied for CBCW grants:
· Wisconsin DNR grant of $4000
· Town of Conover for $1500, contingent of our receiving the DNR grant and signing the 2026 CBCW project agreement

The Board discussed and decided to request the presence of a CBCW intern on our landing every weekend. From that position we will negotiate for preferred weekends. There may be a possibility of Stormy Lake residents volunteering for potentially high use weekends if/when no interns are assigned. Our lake appears to have less boat traffic in and out than several other Vilas County lakes. This puts it into the lower range of potential number of boats screened.

Other business:

Create a “Thank You for your donation” acknowledgement form to be sent to all donors.

Establish an SLA post office box that is separate from any SLA Board member.

Consider creating a Lake Management Plan.
· We already have a current survey of many lake management plan aspects
· Water clarity
· Percentage of phosphorus and oxygen
· Particular lake issues would be improving our shoreline, reducing lawns runoff
· Moved and seconded to create an ad hoc Lake Liaison Committee to 
· Coordinate efforts and work with the County Environmental Agency to create a Lake Management Plan
· Dave Soderman will lead the Lake Liaison Committee
· Currently Jim Seiber serves as our representative on the Lake Subcommittee of the Conover Town Board
· Vilas County offers a Blue Heron Award for properties with well managed shorelines
· What are the criteria?
· Who might we nominate?

Discussion on whether to pursue indemnity insurance for Board members
· Tom reminded us that this discussion had taken place some years ago and the decision was made not to proceed
· New information and new societal realities suggest that we should reconsider
· Jim inquired about this at Klinner Insurance whose estimate was $700/year
· Steve Fox will call additional companies to request a quote
